I. Financial Review:

III. Ongoing Business:

a. Gates:  Big thanks to Cade Wagner for taking on the gate programming and controls.  We will continue to work with Signature Control as our primary contractor 
b. A spigot has been installed and is functional at the Sunbury Road gate. This will tie into the irrigation system so we can power wash, etc. 

c. We will bring emergency representatives out to double check the SOS (Siren Operated Signal) at both gates 

d. Speed in the neighborhood continues to be an issue, however, it has gotten better. Thank you to the neighborhood for being mindful of your speed and how you’re driving 
IV. New Business:
a. Concern has been raised about the number of signs being displayed throughout the community. The Deed Restrictions are clear:
Section 9: SIGNS

No billboard, sign, or advertising device, other than one advertising the professional

services of "for sale" or "for rent", not exceeding four square feet in size, shall be erected,

placed, or suffered to remain on any of said Lots. Temporary signs which are displayed for less than forty-eight hours and not redisplayed at least for one month may be displayed subject to size

b. Tree trimming along roadways 
i. Trees and brush need to be trimmed with enough clearance for walkers, cars, and trucks, etc. 
1. A minimum of 4 ft from the road and 14 ft high directly above the road is the standard  
2. Overgrowth has created safety issues. We ask each resident to check your ditches and growth around the edges of your property to make sure your growth is trimmed and safe clearance is achieved

3. If you have questions about how and what is to be trimmed the Delaware County regulations provide great guidelines
